Located at the heart of the largest tallgrass prairie reconstruction in the world, the Prairie Learning Center will expose visitors to multiple energy conservation technologies used at this energy showcase facility.  The $11 million, 42,000 square-foot visitor center and administrative offices make extensive use of passive solar energy design strategies, ground-source heat pumps, insulation, and energy-efficient lighting.  In addition, the building was designed to blend in with the natural prairie setting.  The building was dedicated in June 1997.
