Visitor Center, Wichita Mountains Wildlife Refuge, 

Oklahoma (Federal Energy Saver Showcase)
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Located at one of the most visited refuges in the country, this energy showcase facility will expose nearly 200,000 visitors a year to multiple energy conservation technologies.  The $6.3 million, 22,000 square-foot visitor center uses passive solar energy design strategies, earth-coupled heat pumps, an energy-efficient ventilation system and lighting, and water conservation measures.  In addition, the building was sited carefully to be sensitive to the natural prairie setting.  The building was dedicated on January 15, 1997.
